. You're four times more likely to be killed in a crash if you are thrown from
a vehicle because you’re not buckled up.

. Drivers will receive an $83.50 ticket for the failure of anyone in the vehicle
to buckle up.

Remind your family and friends that officers are on the lookout for unbuckled
drivers and passengers. Put an end to seat belt neglect. Remember to always
wear a seat belt every time you get in a car...day or night.
