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The Delaware Office of Highway Safety works closely with 

state and local law enforcement to keep impaired drivers 

off Delaware roadways. Beginning March 13th and 

continuing through March 22nd, there will be high-visibility 

DUI saturation patrols throughout the State of Delaware. In 

addition to the increased presence of law enforcement 

across all three counties, OHS is partnering with the Lyft 

rideshare service for a St. Patrick's Day SoberLift 

program from Friday, March 13, 2020, at 8 P.M. to 

Wednesday, March 18, 2020, at 2 A.M. During this time, 

Delaware residents can text “SOBERLIFT” to 99000 and 

receive a Lyft voucher code for up to $15.00. This 

promotion provides Delawareans a sober ride home on St. 

Patrick’s Day weekend. 

Did you know?... 

• During the St. Patrick's Day holiday period in 2019, 87 DUI arrests took place statewide in 

Delaware. 

• In 2019 in Delaware, the most common days and times for DUI-related crashes were Friday from 

9:00 pm to Saturday at 2:00 am and Saturday from 10:00 p.m. to Sunday at 3:00 a.m. 

• The most popular 9-year age range for drivers in DUI-related crashes in 2019 in Delaware was 20-

29, encompassing 34% of crashes.  The second most popular 9-year age range was 35-44, making 

up 20% of crashes. 

Every day, almost 30 people in the United States die in 

impaired-driving crashes — that's one person every 

50 minutes. These deaths have fallen by a third in the last 

three decades; however, impaired-driving crashes still 

claim more than 10,000 lives per year in the United States. 

Please read and use the below tips to help save lives on the 

road. And remember, driving under the influence is never 

acceptable.

During impaired driving crackdown periods such as 

during the St. Patrick’s Day holiday period, law 

enforcement agencies utilize impaired-driving 

enforcement strategies that focus on removing impaired 

drivers from our roadways. While using sobriety 

checkpoints, saturation patrols, and other strategies, 

agencies can arrest impaired drivers and potentially 

prevent impaired driving crashes, fatalities, and injuries. 

 

The enforcement of state liquor laws and regulations 

that pertain to licensed establishments by the Division of 

Alcohol and Tobacco Enforcement (DATE) is an 

important intervention point that can potentially 

prevent patrons from driving impaired and harming 

themselves and/or others. 

 

Delaware licensees are responsible for the activities of 

all employees in their licensed premises to ensure that 

the business is operating under the law.  Failure to 

uphold this responsibility could result in a violation, 

criminal arrest, hefty fines, and possible suspension or 

revocation of the establishment’s liquor license.  

 

To prevent over-service and other alcohol-related 

problems at licensed establishments, DATE employs the 

following proactive strategies throughout the year:  

• Undercover enforcement operations 

• Collect and utilize Place of Last Drink (POLD) 

data to guide enforcement efforts 

• Inspect licensed premises 

• Provide the mandatory statewide Responsible 

Server Training Program to educate servers on 

serving or selling alcohol in both a responsible 

and legal manner 

• Educate licensees, servers and the public about 

Delaware liquor laws and regulations
